UPDATE

The progress of The Sedgefield Plan,
our Neighbourhood Plan, continues at
a very frustratingly slow pace.

A review is currently underway
regarding items on memorials and where
it is felt necessary, letters will be issued.
Finally, it is the sole responsibility of the
town council’s appointed grass cutting
contractor to mow and strim grass at the
cemetery. No private grass cutting
machinery or equipment is allowed into
the cemetery and any reports of such
instances will be fully investigated. The
town council is very grateful for your co-
operation in this matter as we try to
ensure that Butterwick Road Cemetery is
a fitting memorial to those who are laid to
rest there.
